*DIRECTIONS FOR SURGICAL CANDIDATES*

· We strive to provide the best quality of healthcare to our patients. There are other animals at the clinic that will be at risk for catching anything contagious. There are also conditions that may require more care than we can provide. We are asking that you help us minimize these problems by visually examining the cats before they are sent to us.

Do NOT put cats on the Neuter Scooter if they have:

· Sneezing, coughing, runny eyes or nose

· Diarrhea or vomiting

· Ringworm
· One testicle or none (male cats)

· Open wounds (abscesses)

· Please be sure the Release Form has been read and signed by the owner with an emergency phone number at the bottom indicating where the owner can be reached the day of surgery.  If the owner has more than one cat, one Release form can be used.  However, be sure to list each cat’s name and sex on the Release.  If the Release form is not signed, People for Animals cannot do the surgery!
· If paying by check, be sure it has the owner’s full name, address, telephone number, and driver’s license number on it and is made out to People for Animals.

· Instructions for filling out Patient History Cards:

Please print owner’s last name, then first name.

Address & Home, cell and/or work phone numbers

Cat’s name with full description including sex, age, color, DSH or DLH (Breed)

· Distemper and rabies vaccines are included in the fee – if needed, please mark the appropriate box on the medical record card.

· If the cat has had any previous surgeries, please provide a full explanation, where indicated, on the card.  (A scar on a female cat’s belly may not indicate the cat has been spayed). Also, list previous injuries that could affect our manipulation of the cat, e.g. broken leg.

· If the cat is difficult to handle, please put an asterisk (*) on the card to indicate this.

· Tape the patient history card to each cat’s carrier before putting it on the Neuter Scooter.


· Cats should be in INDIVIDUAL HARD carriers. NO cardboard or soft carriers please. (Cats can escape from these types of carriers!)

· The Scooter can accommodate 30 regular cat carriers or 25 traps or large carriers.
